OH&S Procedures

Hazard Assessment and Control

A monthly hazard assessment is completed within each work area to assess and

control hazards throughout (enter company name).

Management assigns a supervisor to assess each work area. During assessments each supervisor is accompanied by a worker from the work area they are assessing.

The completed hazard assessments are posted in their respective work areas. Supervisors within each area are responsible to evaluate the risks and identify appropriate controls with their staff during departmental safety meetings. The Joint Health & Safety Committee reviews the completed work area hazard assessments to monitor trends and make appropriate recomendations to Management.

Job Hazard Analysis (JHA) forms are used to detect hazards and eliminate or minimize hazards before the job is performed. Factors considered are new processes, environment changes, modified jobs and non-routine or infrequently performed jobs. 

Each basic step of the job is broken down in to steps and then studied to identify the potential hazards. This examination will determine the safest way to perform that particular job.
